The navigation system

Availability depends on the country
and/or regulations in place. The navi-
gation system calculates your position
using the following information:

— from the GPS receiverGPS;

GPS receiver

The navigation system uses GPS

orbiting the Earth.

The GPS receiver receives signals
transmitted from several satellites.
