The RDS system enables the names
of certain stations to be displayed and
types of programme or information
messages broadcast by FM radio sta-
tions to be heard:

— traffic bulletins (TA);
— emergency messages (PTY31).

I Auxiliary audio function

You can listen to your personal stereo
directly through your vehicle’s speak-
ers. There are several ways of connect-
ing your personal stereo, depending on
the type of device you have:

— USB socket;
— Jack socket;
— Bluetooth® connection.

Hands-free phone function

The Bluetooth® hands-free system
provides the following features without
having to handle your phone:

This mode allows stations to be
searched by automatically scanning the
selected band.

To access the stations, briefly press 10
on the front panel of the audio system.

To halt the station search, briefly
press 4, 10 or one of the keys on the 7
keypad on the front panel of the audio
system.
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l Manual search

This mode allows you to search for
stations manually by scanning the se-
lected waveband. To access the sta-
tions, press and hold 70 on the front
panel of the audio system.

You can release the 10 button on the
front panel of the audio system to refine
the search. Turn the 17 button on the
front panel of the audio system to in-
crease or decrease the frequency by
0.05 Hz (depending on the direction of
rotation).

I Storage of radio stations

This operating mode allows you to
listen to your pre-set radio stations.

Select a wavelength, then select a
radio station using the methods de-
scribed above.

Store a station by pressing and holding
one of the buttons on the 7 keypad on
the front panel of the audio system. A
beep will indicate that the station has
been stored.

You can save up to six stations per
waveband.

Recall stored stations by pressing one
of the buttons on the 7 keypad on the
front panel of the audio system.



LISTENING TO THE RADIO (2/2)

AST (Autostore) function

The AST AST function enables you to
save the six stations with the strongest
frequencies in your current area.

When listening to the radio, briefly
press the 6 button on the front panel of
the audio system to activate AST mode.
The radio returns to the last AST sta-
tion listened to. Press and hold the 6
button on the front panel of the audio
system. The automatic frequency scan
is triggered to search for the six best
stations.

When listening to the radio, press the 12
button on the front panel of the audio
system then select “Radio Autostore”.
Press the 11 button on the front panel
of the audio system or 18 button on the
steering column control to confirm and
activate AST mode. The automatic fre-
quency scan is triggered to search for
the six best stations.

To switch from one saved frequency to
another, press one of the buttons on
the 7 keypad on the front panel of the
audio system. The strongest frequency
will be saved as P1.

Manual search

In AST mode, you can manually modify
the frequencies detected by your audio
system.

Press one of the 70 buttons on the front
panel of the audio system to adjust the
frequency, then press and hold one of
the buttons on the 7 keypad to save the
selected frequency.

Note: bands FM1, FM2, AM and AST
will let you store a total of 24 stations.

l Note: some buttons may not cor- l AF-RDS automatic retuning

The frequency of an FM station
changes according to the geographi-
cal area. Certain stations use the RDS
system which allows automatic retun-
ing. The radio system is able to follow
the changes in frequency of these sta-
tions.

Note: if the radio station does not
provide the RDS frequency function,
the message AF flashes on the audio
system display.

Poor reception can sometimes cause
unwanted changes in frequency. In this
case you should deactivate the auto-
matic frequency retuning.

Specifications of readable
formats

Only files with an MP3, WMA, AAC or
WAV extension will be read.

If a CD contains both audio CD files
and compressed audio files, the com-
pressed audio files will not be recog-
nised.

Note: some protected files (copyright)
cannot be read.

The audio system can support up to
10,000 files.

Note: file names cannot exceed
128 characters in length. To ensure that
folder and file names are easy to read,
we recommend that you use names
with fewer than 64 characters, and
avoid the use of special characters.

CD/CD MP3 maintenance

To protect its readability, never expose
a CD CD MP3 to heat or direct sunlight.
